(ii) To provide a platform of office bearers described above to hold the consultations while formulating policies and strategies for the development of the institution or any emergent issue

(iii)  To provide an opportunity to the faculty members to gain administrative experience and contribute their expertise in the working of the College
Context 

Administration in the College has been decentralized by the creation of following offices:

· The College Registrar

· The Prof-in-Charge Administration 

· The College Bursar

· The Dean CCA

· The Prof-in-Charge Building 

· The Prof-in-Charge Electricity

These posts have been created for a period of two years and any faculty member can apply for these posts and the appointment is made on the basis of seniority in the College. These posts were created for democratic and transparent functioning of the College since most of the workload of the College administration has been divided into these offices.     

These offices help the Principal to engage with various bodies like affiliating university regarding starting of the new courses/ addition of a new unit in a particular programme/ issues relating to the faculty improvement programme/any other issue, DPI Colleges (Punjab) regarding the fixation of salaries of the staff members and timely release of grants and UGC and other related Research Granting Agencies for the submission of applications and release of grant for the development of infrastructure, purchase of equipment for Science Labs and the development of facilities for co-curricular and extra-curricular activities

Practice 

As regarding the functioning of this practice, the College undertakes the following action programmes:

The College Registrar discharges the following functions:-

· Communication of University syllabus of each programme to the teaching Departments & College Library

· Preparation of the schedule of work for each programme

· To organize an orientation programme for new faculty members regarding polices of the institution 

· To organize a mentoring programme for the students of first year / semester of all programmes

· To prepare question papers for terminal examination

· To conduct College Convocation and Prize Distribution Function

· To address the queries of the students regarding any university work/attestation of documents/fee concession

The Prof-in-charge Administration looks after the following functioning: 

· Maintenance of discipline in the campus

· Leave sanction of the students

· Attestation of testimonials of the students 

The Bursar of the College helps the administration in formation of Annual Budget of the College and monitoring the outflow of funds.

The Prof-in-Charge building is responsible for construction /maintenance/ upkeep of infrastructure of the College
The Prof-in-Charge Electricity is responsible for providing uninterrupted power supply and safe drinking water in the College. The Dean CCA of the College organizes talent search programmes to explore co-curriculum potential of the students and conducts various cultural activities of the College. He also prepares the students for participation in youth festival at university / state / national level.  

Evidence of Success

This practice has helped the College as follows:-

· It has inculcated a sense of responsibility among the faculty members

Problems Encountered & Resources Required

Through the practice of this policy did not encounter any significant problem, yet various problems faced and rectified are as follows:-

Since appointments to these offices were made on the basis of seniority, so the junior staff members felt left out. It was amicably resolved that posts of Prof-in-Charge Building & Prof in-Charge Electricity may be left for the Junior staff members. The appointment of the junior staff is made as per the well-defined rules framed by the staff council. 

The other minor problem encountered in this practice was distribution of the duties in various offices and it has been well settled by the staff council.

Office bearers are paid nominal allowance of Rs.1000 per month. Hence not much of finance is involved in it.

· Forward views of the members on any curriculum designing through their representative on the board of studies in their subject at the university

· Brief the HOD about the view of the members of the Department on any policy matter to be discussed in staff council  meeting 

· Guide the new faculty members in improving their teaching learning process 

· Appoint the co-ordinators for each course/ programme

· Organize co-curricular activities of the Departments  

Context 

Initially, the Departmental allocation and all issues concerning the teaching Departments were decided by the Principal of the College. This led to a few favourable teachers being always allotted the main classes. This led to frustration and ill-will among the teachers. It was, therefore, decided that the allocation of the workload of all the faculty members be decided by the concerned HOD in consultation with other members of the Departments in the Departmental meetings. Also the various teaching Departments have the liberty of organizing various curricular/co-curricular activities like Seminar / conference / workshop. 

Practices 

The implementation of this practice is observed as follows:

The HOD of the each teaching Department convenes a meeting of the Department before the summer break to finalize the allocation of the members of the Department for the next academic session

 The various teaching Departments assign the responsibility to different members of the Department for the preparation of schedule of work for different programmes

The various teaching Departments finalize the academic and co-academic calendar of the activities of their Departments

The class coordinators monitor the uniform completion of syllabus as per schedule of work 

The Departments also organize the guest lectures / Seminars /workshops for interaction with scholars of their subjects

Evidence of Success

This practice has helped the College as follows:-

· It provides equal opportunities to all the members of the Departments in the allocation of work load since allocation is made on the basis of rules framed by the teaching Departments

· It has helped in creative mutual trust among the members of the Departments

· It has helped the Principal also to focus his energy more on developmental activities of the College and discuss only policy matters regarding working of the Department with the HODs

· It has inculcated a sense of responsibility among the members of the Departments to work as a team to organize Departmental activities like quiz contests/ guest lectures/workshops to improve teaching learning process

Problems Encountered & Resources Required

Since this practice was introduced to democratize the functioning of the teaching Departments, no major problems were observed in the implementation of this practice. But every policy has its own p’s and q’s. A few minor problems encountered in the implementation of this practice are as follows:-

· Since allocation is made as per the norms laid down by the Department so no alternation can be made even if better options are available to teach particular subject

· Since decisions in the Departments are made on the basis of majority so sometimes some teachers develop a partial behaviour towards some colleagues

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The affiliating University, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar doesn’t allow college faculty to act as guide/co-guide of Ph.D scholars. But on the suggestion of IQAC, many science departments have established Research labs and some teachers are working as guide or co-guide for Ph.D or M.Phil students of other Universities. Also IQAC promotes the participation of teachers in seminars / conferences.
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Fully automated Library and Administrative Office
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It is on the basis of recommendations of IQAC that teacher representatives working as Prof-In-Charge of various support services organize mentoring sessions and class room visits to enhance student awareness about support services. NCC /NSS Officers make the students aware about benefits of joining NCC/NSS by display of banners and classroom visits to motivate the students. Student Help Desk organizes mentoring sessions at the beginning of the session about rules and regulations of College /University and various Student Support Services. Dean CCA organizes Talent Hunt Programmes for the various cultural events for the students in the month of August/September to give a chance to the students to come out with their talent, participate in the event and finally get short listed in various teams who are to participate in various cultural competitions at Zonal/University and Inter Varsity level. 





The College has a system of eliciting information from graduate passing out of the College but since it is not mandatory for the students to provide such information it is not possible to keep track of students’ progression in all the cases except where the students seek references and recommendation from the staff and/ or the College. The College of course has a record of graduates enrolling for PG Courses in Economics, Commerce, Computer Sc., Mathematics, History, Hindi, Punjabi, Physics and English, which is the immediate information about students’ progression. 


The College alumni association is another source of information about students’ progression while some of the departments have their web presence through social media platforms like Facebook, LinkedIn and Twitter, which help us to interact with our passouts.
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Coaching for competitive examination is organized at the departmental level
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Career guidance and counselling is provided by the Placement Cell to the final year students of various programmes. The College invites representatives from various industries and professional bodies. Professional bodies like ICAI, BSE etc. to make the Students aware about career openings in various fields IT, Commerce and Management, Journalism etc.
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We are a co-educational College with a sizable number of female students and staff members. Gender sensitivity is an important issue for us. The college makes conscious efforts towards gender sensitization through the following methods.


Composition of sections with a mix of boys and girls.


Seminar and talks on the issue of gender equality and sensitivity 


Orientation programs for new girl entrants at the beginning of the academic session


Establishment of Women’s empowerment cell in the college that handles issues related to girls students.

The MIS comprises a system of processing informational inputs from the relevant sources and processing it to provide summarized information useful for administrative decision.


Currently all the College results are analysed and these are discussed at the departmental meetings convened by the Principal. The corrective actions is suggested at such meetings and incorporated in the working of various Departments. Similarly toppers meet and Parents Teachers meet are conducted regularly as a part of MIS.





Curriculum Development is undertaken by the affiliating University. The various teaching departments forward their inputs through the faculty members who are nominated as members of Board of Studies by the University.  








The College provides infrastructural support to improve teaching learning process as required by the teaching departments. The Staff and the students are encouraged to adopt non-conventional and latest pedagogical practices. 








The College follows the rules and regulations regarding examination and evaluation as stipulated by the affiliating university, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar 








Although the affiliating University does not permit the Faculty of affiliated Colleges to act as guide for Ph.D., yet the College administration actively supports research and development by encouraging the faculty to participate/present papers in seminars/conferences/workshops. The College also promotes the various Departments to organize such events. The College also sends teachers to the University on study leave to complete their research work. The faculty members also act as guides and co-guides of PTU and other universities.








The College has a fully automated Library having a number of journals, e-journals and reference books besides a large number of text books. It is open from 9.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. on the working days.


All the teaching Departments/Departmental libraries have Internet access to augment the knowledge of the faculty members. All the science Departments have well-equipped laboratories.


The College Administrative Office and Accounts Office are also fully automated. 








The College Administration has created a number of offices such as those of Vice Principal, Registrar, Prof-In-charge Administration, College Bursar, Prof-In-Charge Building, Prof-In-Charge Electricity, Secretary Staff, Dean CCA, teacher representative in Local Managing Committee and Amalgamated Fund. The senior most teachers are appointed on these posts for a period of two years on rotation basis. This gives an exposure to the faculty members to gain valuable management experience. The College also appoints Controller of Examination (two) and Hostel Warden on rotational basis. All these offices facilitate the College Principal in the smooth functioning of the working of the college. 











The permanent faculty is recruited by DAV College Managing Committee, New Delhi after duly notifying the vacant posts in a number of national / regional newspapers as per the eligibility conditions laid down by UGC/University/Management.   The contractual faculty is recruited at the College level after following the procedure laid down by the University / Management.








The students of a few Departments visit industry as per the requirement of the curriculum or to complete their project work. The industry is an important stakeholder for any institution of higher learning as the graduates are absorbed by it. It is therefore important that there is system of feedback from the industry (employers) and the professional bodies to prepare students for a successful career and make them employable. This is done through an interaction with the industry by way of industrial visits and invitations to representatives from the industry.   








Admission of students to B.Com (Regular), BBA, BCA, BSc (IT), BSc (Comp.Sc.), BSc (Non-Medical), BJMC, BMM, MSc (Mathematics) and M.Com is done purely on merit basis. The admission to BA, BSc (Economics) and other Post-Graduate courses is open to the students who satisfy minimum eligibility conditions.

 The University helps the affiliated Colleges interested in the status of autonomous Institution.  





Our alumni are placed at high positions in the industry, the state and the central agencies and some of them are successful entrepreneurs.  The College Alumni Association serves as platform for networking among our pass outs that visit the College from time to time and interact with our students to provide them much needed encouragement and inputs for a successful career.  





 Regular feedback is obtained from the parents by the offices of Principal, College Registrar and Prof-In-Charge Administration. Their inputs regularly help the institution to improve upon teaching-learning process and overall discipline in the College. 





The Support Staff is provided financial assistance in case of any emergency by the College. Medical facility is also available to them, like any other regular employee. Blood donors Bank provides Blood to the Staff members in case of medical emergency.





Since the College Library, Administrative Block and Accounts Office of the College are fully automated, so minimum use of paper is made. Also solar water heaters installed in the College hostel save valuable energy. The lights and fans in the class rooms and instruments in the laboratories are switched off as soon as the classes are over.
